Accolades

Spy Valley Wines - whose stunning building in the Waihopai has recently gained a national architecture award and is now a national finalist.

Completed in December 2003, the building was designed by Bevin and Slessor Architechs of Petone and Hugh Tennant Arhitechs of Wellington. 

Featuring stainless steel and cedar, the building sits among the estate vineyards of Spy Valley, complimenting the natural landscape. 

The award to the Marlborough winery was one of 29 made by the New Zealand Institute of Architecture, with the supreme award due to be announced towards the end of this month.

Wither Hills Marlborough Pinot Noir 2004 - the only New Zealand wine to be named in Decanter’s list of “The World’s 50 Best Value Reds.”

Described by the magazine as a “shameless irresistible crowd pleaser”, it is not the first accolade for this Marlborough wine. It was also the winner of the Trophy for Best Pinot Noir at the Royal Easter Show Wine Awards, Best Pinot Noir Trophy at the Royal Perth Wine Show and was listed in Mathew Jukes “The Wine List 2006.”

Decanter’s write up said; “Brent Marris and his team spend every waking moment ensuring this wine is as good as it possibly can be. The result is not a £25 Otago gamble, but a £15 Marlborough dead cert.”

High praise indeed!
